
Gift Aid Declaration – Information
The Inland Revenue introduced a new scheme for claiming tax relief on charitable giving on 6 April 2000.  Tax can now be recovered on any gifts that you wish to make irrespective of the amount or frequency.  All you have to do is sign the Gift Aid declaration once and this will cover all subsequent donations.  

For the church to be able to reclaim the tax on all gifts, the following conditions apply:

· Please complete and sign the Declaration Form

· The gift must be traceable to you, i.e. a standing order, a cheque or a marked envelope

· To qualify you need to pay an amount of income tax in a year at least as much as the amount of tax we will be reclaiming on your donation(s) that year.  E.g. to reclaim tax on £100 you must pay at least £28 in tax.

Please note that completion of the Declaration itself does not commit you to anything.
